A position is available immediately for a highly motivated postdoctoral fellow to study signaling pathways in ovarian cancer in the laboratory of Dr. YangXin Fu at the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology and Oncology of the University of Alberta, Canada. 
Dr. Fu’s laboratory investigates the role of Notch and nitric oxide (NO) signaling pathways in ovarian tumorigenesis and chemoresistance of ovarian cancer using cell and molecular biology approaches and mouse models. The overall goal of the research is to discover novel therapeutic targets for ovarian cancer.
Dr. Fu’s laboratory is located in the newly constructed and state-of-the-art laboratory space within the Department of Oncology in the Katz Group Centre for Pharmacy and Health Research. This new laboratory space is built with an “open concept” where ample bench space is shared with other faculty members, with access to a multi-user shared laboratory space and excellent core facilities. 
Applicant should have a recent PhD in cell biology, molecular biology, biochemistry, or relevant disciplines with a strong publication record. Previous experience in cancer research, particularly in mouse models of cancer, will be a strong asset. Good oral and written communication skills in English and the ability to work as a team are essential.
Position will be initially for two years and renewable for an additional year. Salary will be commensurate with academic credentials and experience. The successful applicant will be encouraged to apply for external salary support from provincial and federal funding agencies.
